The success of these field trips
depends greatly upon the conduct of all those who participate and the impression they leave
with the location visited.

New Horizons wants every person to have an enjoyable experience with the maximum
attention of safety and comfort. All participates will be expected to conduct themselves in a
manner best representing themselves, their peers, and New Horizons. In order that everyone
receives maximum benefit from their participation on this field trip, the "New Horizons Code
of Conduct", must be adhered to at all times.

It should be noted that attendance is voluntary, NOT mandatory, and as such you agree to abide
by the rules and regulations or forfeit your personal rights to attend and participate. We are
proud of our students and know that by signing this "Code of Conduct" you are simply
reaffirming your dedication to be the best representative of New Horizons as possible.

1. Twill, at all times respect all public and private property, including the hotel/motel in
which I am staying.

2. T will spend each night in the room of the hotel to which I am assigned.

3. T will strictly abide by the curfew established and shall respect the rights of others by
being as quiet as possible after curfew.

b. Probationary period
c. Disqualification from conference activities.
d. Being sent home at own expense.
e. Suspension from school.
7. All other school officials required will be notified.
